A SAD GENEALOGY TALEé My Cousin Faith Ilene Massie (1904-1935) 
 
For many years I thought my cousin Judy Campbell, daughter of my aunt Bertha Massie Campbell 
(1919-2015) and a teacher for many years, was the first in our family to receive a college degree.   I 
was about five years younger than Judy and also obtained a degree in teaching.  But, genealogy re-
search shows that we were not the firsts!  Faith Ilene Massie, my third cousin twice removed,  was 
the first.  She was born shortly after the turn of the twentieth century in 1904.  Robert ñRobinò 
Massie (1773-1835) was Faithôs gggrandfather and my gggggrandfather.   
Faith lived on her parentôs 260-acre farm in Aid in Lawrence County where girls were only ex-
pected to attend school through the eighth or ninth grades and then quit school.  Young women 
were supposed to learn household skills, marry a local young man and have children.  But,  Faith, a 
quiet, studious girl who loved the arts and learning, just didnôt fit that mold.  She finished the last 
two years of high school by boarding with a family in Ironton and graduated with high marks, a 
very unusual accomplishment for a young woman in those days.  She enrolled in the teacherôs pro-
gram at Rio Grande College and received her teaching certificate in 1925.   She returned home to 
Lawrence County and taught at the Tagg Grade School near Rappsburg.   
 
Faith was said to be an attractive young woman and was very respected in the community.  After 
returning home to teach, she courted and married a man from Aid named Ronald Shively.  It was 
not a happy marriage and it ended in divorce.  There were no children.  Faith did something un-
common for the times, but perhaps characteristic of her spirit--she returned to her maiden name, 
Faith Ilene Massie.  Also, characteristic of her sprit, after the divorce she returned to school, trans-
ferring all her credits from Rio Grande to Ohio University.  In 1935 she was awarded a Bachelor of 
Science degree in education with a major in economics.   But that is not the end of her story.
